GALENA–For 35 years Kent Henderson has 

watched each February as Special Olympics 

Illinois athletes celebrate their victories–big 

and small–in the Winter Games. 
“It’s sort of a breath of fresh air at the 

beginning of February,” said Henderson, a 

full-time ski instructor at Chestnut Mountain

will take place Feb. 5-7. Coming off of the Christmas, New Year’s 

and Martin Luther King, Jr. holidays, the posi-

tivity surrounding the early February Winter 

Games tends to revitalize Henderson for the 

rest of the ski season. Henderson said his involvement with Spe-

cial Olympics began when he served as a ski 

buddy from 1984-87.

Organizing and making sure the ski events 

run smoothly is a lot of work, but it’s well worth 

it, according to Henderson. Henderson also served as a coach for Ga-

lena Special Olympics athlete Alex Montgomery 

for years. And one of the high points of the 

Winter Games is seeing the athletes return 

year after year to participate, Henderson said. 
The athletes set goals, Henderson said, and 

once they reach achieve the goals, they are so 

happy and excited that it’s infectious. Watching 

the progression in skills is rewarding. 
Special Olympics volunteers are always 

needed, said Henderson, who encourages oth-

ers to take part, even if it’s just simply to cheer 

the athletes on from the sidelines.
